Getting Started - Setup and Adjustment

For proper performance, all new axles should have the following
checked at the specified intervals:

*  Wheel Nut Torque: at 10, 25, and 50 miles
e Brake Adjustment: at 200 and 3,000 miles
» Tire pressure: to manufacturer’'s requirements

* Brake synchronization: set brake controller per controller
manufacturer’s directions
